A humid and mild winter gave way to an early spring, still rainy but 
fortunately free of spring frosts. These damp conditions led to rapid and 
generous growth accross all grape varieties. Naturally, downy mildew 
tried to crach the party, but it was swiftly dealt with by our ever-vigilant 
winegrowers, who remained on high alert after the challenges of the 
2023 vintage.
Flowering took place at just the right time, and summer (July-August) 
was dry and warm enough to ensure excellent ripening under very good 
conditions. Rain returned in the first ten days of September, but the 
whites, already ripe and being harvested, were unaffected.
All white lots, vinified separately in barrels, are of outstanding quality. 
They are intensely aromatic, fruity, fleshy, complex, well-balanced, and 
remarkably fresh. Their magnificient acidity create superb tension and 
bring vibrancy to these fine lots. A great blend in the horizon...
For the reds, the grape varieties with more resilient skins and 
our-well-draining soils allowed us to wait for optimal phenolic ripeness. 
Carful, day-by-day decisions and selective harvesting up to October 7th 
ensured a high level of quality, although with a lower sugar level than in 
recent vintages. The radiant fruit, the delicate fleshiness, the spicy and 
.....mineral nuances, and the refined, elegant tannic structure will shape 
a ......beautifull blend to come.
