The 2024 vintage presents a myriad of aromas and flavours. From the notes of red fruit and fern of Saintayme to the medlar
and acacia of La Chenade, we journey towards the vetiver and the velvety palate of Les Cruzelles. The peppery and apricot-
infused Montlandrie yields to the sumptuous La Petite Eglise, adorned with rhubarb and cherry. The culmination is found in
L'Eglise Clinet, resplendent with notes of orgeat syrup, vanilla, and truffle.

2024 Saintem Saintayme (Saint Emilion Grand Cru) 61 500 btls. 13,50%vol. New oak: 30%.
100% Merlot, picked between the 23" of September and the 06™ of October. Vines planted on clay.

2024 La Chenade (Lalande-de-Pomerol) 10 000 btls. 13,30%vol. New oak: 52%.
Blend of 85% Merlot picked on the 22" of September and 15% Cabernet Franc picked on the 28" of September.
Vines planted on sandy-gravelly soil.

2024 Chateau Les Cruzelles (Lalande-de-Pomerol) 14 000 btls. 13,60%vol. New oak: 57%.
Blend of 85% Merlot picked between the 20" and the 22™ of September and 15% Cabernet Franc picked on the 28" of
September. Vines planted on gravelly-clayey soil.

2024 Chateau Montlandrie (Castillon Cétes-de-Bordeaux) 46 000 btls. 13,00% vol. New oak: 42%.
Blend of 60% Merlot, 20% Cabernet Franc and 20% Cabernet Sauvignon.

The Merlot was picked between the 26" and the 30" of September, the Cabernet Franc on the 3™, 4" and 5 of October and the
Cabernet Sauvignon on the 4™ & the 5™ of October. Hills of clay and limestone.

2024 La Petite Eglise (Pomerol) 5000 btls. 13,50%vol. New oak: 70%.
Blend of 90% Merlot picked on the 20™ and the 23™ of September, and 10% Cabernet Franc picked on the 28™ of September.

2024 Chateau L'Eglise Clinet (Pomerol) Rare. 13,80%vol. New oak: 85%.
Blend of 90% Merlot picked on the 21%, 23™ and 24" of September and 10% Cabernet Franc picked on the 23", 24™ and 28" of
September.
